

Process for unacceptable behaviour
A number of large posters outlining the School Rules will be display around the school and the posters’ terminology will be used when identifying to the offender why their behaviour was unacceptable.
· For the First Offence
5 minutes on the seats immediately or at the next  

convenient break.


· For the Second Offence
Half of next lunch
· For the Third Offence
Miss the whole of next lunch
· For the Fourth Offence
Internal Suspension 
· For the Subsequent Offences
Suspension

· These consequences will always follow once the perpetrator of the unacceptable behaviour has been established.

· For these steps to take place in a continuous sequence the offences have to be committed over a reasonably short time frame.  (Say two weeks)

· At some time at the occurrence of each offence a moderation process needs to be undertaken to enable rebuilding of relationships.  The offenders need to ‘own’ their behaviour.

Process for celebrating/acknowledging excellent behaviour

· Teachers on duty will carry stickers and Golden Slip Awards.  When a worthy candidate is acknowledged they immediately receive a sticker and the award will be filled out by the teacher and placed in the box in the staff room.
· The names of all those who received a Golden Slip Award the previous week will be read out at the Monday’s Assembly with one being drawn out to received a small prize.

· At the formal school assemblies to be held (generally) on the last Wednesday’s of the month, all those who received Awards the previous month will be eligible to be in the draw for a major prize.  All the Award Certificates in the box will then be returned to the award recipients.
